January 8, 2025
The Village of Ney Council met in Regular Session Wednesday, January 8, 2025, at 7:30 P.M. in the Municipal Building with the following members present: Randy Eisel, Barb Rosebrock, Adam Coy, Ron Walker, Kobe Baker and Rocky Brodbeck.
The minutes from last month’s meeting were read and approved on a motion by C Coy, seconded by C Walker, and approved by unanimous vote.  The Treasurer’s report was given and accepted on a motion by C Eisel, seconded by C Brodbeck, and approved by unanimous vote.  
Deputy Shock reported that 28 calls had been made within the Village the previous month.

As part of the annual re-organization, C Eisel nominated C Brodbeck for Council President, followed by a second from C Walker. C Brodbeck nominated C Coy with a second from C Rosebrock. C Baker moved to close nominations, seconded by C Walker. Both motions carried with all in favor. In a secret ballot vote, C Coy was elected Council president for 2025.
Mayor Vance repeated his somewhat lengthy State of the Village address from the previous three years while expressing appreciation to all for help and support in 2024, and expressing his optimism and excitement for even greater things in 2025. 

Andrew gave the maintenance and Water System reports which included:
a) Christmas lights have been taken down for the season
b) James Davis on the corner of Hanna and Jackson applied for a building permit
c) Installed a new water pit at the Ken Snyder residence following a house fire
C Brodbeck and Andrew were given a budget of $10,000 to look for new Christmas lights for the Village. 
The house owned by Maury Sims at 310 Hanna is now for sale. Council asked Mayor Vance to explore the possibility of acquiring that property as part of the Hanna St renovation project.
C/T Culler presented the Annual Permanent Appropriation Ordinance for 2025. See attached. C Baker moved to approve the ordinance, seconded by C Coy. The roll being called for its adoption, the vote resulted as follows:
