December 10, 2025
The Village of Ney Council met in Regular Session Wednesday, December 10, 2025, at 7:30 P.M. in the Municipal Building with the following members present: Randy Eisel, Barb Rosebrock, Rocky Brodbeck, Ron Walker, Lance Rosebrook and Adam Coy.
The minutes from last month’s meeting were read and approved on a motion by C Rosebrook, seconded by C Brodbeck, and approved by unanimous vote.  The Treasurer’s report was given and accepted on a motion by C Eisel, seconded by C Rosebrock, and approved by unanimous vote.  
Gary Crites reported that the Township would need to renew their fire levy for equipment next year. The “similar” levy via the Village does not come up for renewal until the following year so the Township will move forward with their renewal as scheduled.

Jay Hardy with the Sheriff’s office reported that 35 calls had been responded to in November within the Village including a traffic citation and a high speed chase thru town.

Andrew’s maintenance report included:

b) Mike Kennedy sewer repairs
c) Snow plowing
d) Christmas decorations have been hung
Mayor Vance explained the potential problem with the Fairview waterline given the recent excavation of dirt for a drainage ditch around the property. The Mayor has a meeting scheduled with the Superintendent to address this issue. 
C-T Culler shared pictures of a 250 year celebration banner marking the country’s independence that can be purchased to display in the Village next year. A cost estimate was not available for consideration, but Council expressed an interest in purchasing the banners.

C-T Culler also shared a communication from ODOT that they are planning on re-surfacing SR 15 thru the Village in 2028, which will include repairs to the bridge on  the east side of town.

Council briefly discussed potential “capital” expenditures for next year.

C Eisel made a motion, seconded by C Rosebrook to pay the bills as presented. The motion carried with all in favor.

There being no further business to come before the Council, the Meeting was adjourned.
